Bike Ride entrants  will assemble in the free carpark  at Old Bramley & Wonersh Station, ready to set off 
at 10am along the Downs Link  (a disused level railway track converted into a cycle trail) southwards for 
16 miles until reaching the Bax Castle pub  (2 miles south of Horsham), where a break will occur for 
refreshments. They will then return northwards by the same route, to finish back at the start. All entrants 
registered before Friday 18 th June  will receive a free event t-shirt  to wear on the ride and keep.

1. Create a username.  Eg. If your name is Paul and you are entering a bike event, your username might 
be www.mycharitypage.com/paulbikeride. You would then insert www.mycharitypage.com/paulbikeride into 
e-mails or electronic newsletters so that your friends, family, colleagues and even complete strangers can 
visit your page and donate online by credit or debit card towards your fundraising activities. 
 
2. Create a profile and add basic event details.  You can upload photos (and even videos), write about 
the fundraising event and (if you wish) describe why you are supporting RASASC. Select our charity by 
adding a link to www.rasasc-guildford.org. You can edit and update your profile and event(s) details at any 
time. After the event is over, your fundraising page will remain open until the fundraising end date you’ve 
entered. This will allow extra supporters time to make late donations after the actual event. 
 
Receiving Donations  
 
When a website user or sponsor visits your MyCharityPage screen they can select 'donate now'. They will 
then be taken to a donation payment screen. If they decide to donate £10 to your fundraising, their 
credit/debit card will be charged with £10 + 2.75% transaction charge or £10.28. If your donor is a UK 
taxpayer and selects the Gift Aid box as well as providing their full name and address, then MyCharityPage 
will reclaim the Gift Aid on behalf of RASASC. We will then receive £12.82. MyCharityPage will NOT deduct 
any commission or administration charges. 
 
The user or sponsor can make a donation and remain anonymous, but if they choose to remain anonymous 
then Gift Aid cannot be reclaimed on their donation because donors must be identifiable UK taxpayers. 
 
Adding Offline Donations  
 
Some people will prefer to give you cash/cheques. You can add these amounts as ‘offline donations’ so 
they are included in the overall fundraising total shown on your profile page. Select ‘my events’ and then 
select ‘offline donations’, then enter the donation amount and add confirmation (where applicable) that 
RASASC will reclaim the Gift Aid (as MyCharityPage cannot reclaim Gift Aid for offline donations). Your 
event page will then show the ongoing total of all fundraising as you progress towards your target.
